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To all National Hot Rod drivers, scrutineers and car constructors.
2009 National Hot Rod Rule Amendments
(In conjunction with the 2008/2009 amendments issued 10/08/08)
The NHRPA have decided that the following rules are necessary on the grounds of safety or to facilitate the policing of existing rules.  Please ensure your car conforms by the effective date shown.
DATA LOGGING – Effective 1st January 2009
Other than lap times and engine rpm, no other downloadable data is permitted.

EXHAUST SYSTEMS – Effective 1st January 2009
No form of exhaust gas/temperature sensor is permitted.

ON-BOARD CAMERAS – Effective 1st January 2009
No on-board cameras are permitted without prior permission from the NHRPA.

FLOOR PAN – Effective 1st July 2009
Drivers side floor pan, full length from bulkhead to rear hoop and from outer rail to transmission tunnel, must be 1.5 mm steel.  The new pan may be fitted over or under the original floor pan, but must be 1.5 mm.

(The floor pans have been getting progressively thinner over the years, to the point where they offer very little protection to the driver.  There is currently no existing rule for the thickness of the floor pan). 
RIDE HEIGHT – Existing rule
This measurement will be checked by passing a block underneath the car.  The ride height allowed is still to be calculated.  You will be informed when this has been done.
(This change is merely to save the time and trouble involved in letting a tyre down to check that a car is not too low).
